 It’s the time of year when we strive to spread Christmas Cheer! Malls, 
banks, and city buildings are adorned with Seasons Greetings. City sidewalks 
are dressed in Holiday Style. Thousands and thousands of dollars are being 
spent in Retail Stores across the country, but shoppers continue to swipe their 
credit cards with a gleam in their eye! Why? People are more thoughtful during 
the Christmas Season. Well, most of the time…

 Last Saturday, Natalie and I made the trek to Lakeline Mall in Austin for 
twelve blissful hours of Christmas shopping.
